     (1/2 pint) water and heat on 100%
     microwave power for 10 minutes.

Utensil Test:
1. Fill a microwave-safe container with 1 cup of cold
    water (250ml) along with the utensil in question.
2. Cook on maximum power for 1 minute.
3. Carefully feel the utensil. If the empty utensil is
    warm, do not use it for  microwave cooking.
4. Do not exceed 1 minute cooking time.

Materials you can use in microwave oven
Utensils              Remarks

Aluminum foil Shielding only. Small smooth pieces can be used to cover thin parts of
meat or poultry to prevent overcooking. Arcing can occur if foil is too
close to oven walls. The foil should be at least 1 inch (2.5cm) away from
oven walls.
Follow manufacturer’s instructions. The bottom of browning dish must be
at least 3/16 inch (5mm) above the turntable. Incorrect usage may cause
the turntable to break.
Microwave-safe only. Follow manufacturer's instructions. Do not use
cracked or chipped dishes.
Always remove lid. Use only to heat food until just warm. Most glass jars
are not heat resistant and may break.
Heat-resistant oven glassware only. Make sure there is no metallic trim.
Do not use cracked or chipped dishes.
Follow manufacturer’s instructions. Do not close with metal tie. Make
slits to allow steam to escape.
Use for short–term cooking/warming only. Do not leave oven unattended
while cooking.
Use to cover food for reheating and absorbing fat. Use with supervision
for a short-term cooking only.
Use as a cover to prevent splattering or a wrap for steaming.

Microwave-safe only. Follow the manufacturer’s instructions. Should be
labeled "Microwave Safe". Some plastic containers soften, as the food
inside gets hot. "Boiling bags" and tightly closed plastic bags should be
slit, pierced or vented as directed by package.

SETTING UP YOUR OVEN
Names of Oven Parts and Accessories
Remove the oven and all materials from the carton and oven cavity.
Your oven comes with the following accessories:

Installation and connection
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1.This appliance is only intended for domestic use.
2.This oven is intended for built-in use only.It is not intended for counter-top use or for
    use inside a cupboard.
3. Please observe the special installation instructions.
4.The appliance can be installed in a 474mm wide wall-mounted cupboard(at least      
   340mm deep and 85cm off the floor).
5.The appliance is fitted with a plug and must only be connected to a properly installed
   earthed socket.
6.The mains voltage must correspond to the voltage specified on the rating plate.
7.The socket must be installed and connecting cable must only be replaced by a
   qualified electrician.If the plug is no longer to accessible following installation,an
   all-pole disconnecting device must be present on the installation side with a contact
   gap of at lease 3mm.
8.Adapters,multi-way strips and extension leads must not be used. Overloading can
   result in a risk of fire.

Please Note 
Electrical connection 

The oven is fitted with a plug and must be only connected to a properly installed earthed 
socket. In accordance with the appropriate regulations, the socket must only be installed and 
the connecting cable must only be replaced by a qualified electrician. 

If the plug is no longer accessible following installation and all-pole isolating switch must 
be present on the installation side with a contact gap of at least 3mm.  
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A. Built-in furniture 
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The built-in cabinet shall not have a rear wall behind the appliance.
Minimum installation height is 85cm. 
Do not cover ventilation slots and air intake points.
The decorative panels at the top and bottom of the housing need 
to be removable and should be fitted after the microwave has been
installed.  
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NOTE! The height of the decorative panels can vary slightly depending on the method used to 
secure the microwave into the housing. Make sure that the air clearances shown in Fig 1 are
adhered to at all times to ensure adequate ventilation of the appliance.
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B. Install the Oven

Fit the microwave into the cabinet / cupboard cavity ensuring the cable is not 
damaged, kinked or trapped. The microwave should be installed in the centre of the 
cabinet. Ensure there is at least 5mm space between the sides of the cabinet and the 
appliance and at least 45mm clear space at the rear for ventilation. To ensure good 
airflow around the appliance make sure there is at least a 5mm gap around the 
appliance at the front perimeter. Never block the 8mm outlet vent at the top front of 
the microwave.

Operation Instructions

1) Press "                          ", the screen display "P100".

2) Turn "        " to adjust the hour figures, the input time should be within 0--23.

3) Press "                     ", the minute figures will flash.

2) Turn "       " to adjust 80% microwave power until the oven displays "P 80".

3) Press "                          " to confirm, the screen displays "P 80".

4) Turn "       " to adjust the cooking time until the oven displays "20:00".

5) Press "                       " to start cooking or press "                 " to cancel the setting.

1. Clock Setting
When the microwave oven is electrified, the oven will display "0:00", buzzer will ring once.

1) Press "                        ", the hour figures will flash.

4) Turn "        " to adjust the minute figures, the input time should be within 0--59.

5) Press "                         " to finish clock setting. ":" will flash, and the time will light.
